Asbury Elementary School was approved 
for school zone flashing beacon installation 
based on a weighted pedestrian crossing 
index (WPCI) for the adjacent street which 
is calculated using average weekday traf-
fic, number of through traffic lanes, and the 
posted speed limit. Whatever this means 
Asbury had a WPCI of 80 and so gets 2 
Flashing School Crossing lights. One in 
front of OUI on Evans and Lafayette St., and 
the other in front of Safeway on Evans and 
Downing. When the lights are flashing you 
better slow down.

Blockbuster at Evans and Williams closed and will soon be a 
Noodles & Company restaurant.

Carriage Houses Offer More Choice for Denver 
Homeowners Present zoning code limits what homeowners can 
do with their property to accommodate elderly parents, companions or 
changing circumstances. They can add on, pop the top, or scrape and 
rebuild. But these are costly options. A less-expensive choice is the 
Carriage House, a secondary dwelling that can be used as an office, 
guest house, studio, or apartment for a relative, companion or caregiv-
er. Denver’s Zoning Code Task Force has been working on a proposal 
to reintroduce the Carriage House to our community. These efforts are 
supported by a group of homeowners called Friends of Granny Flats, 
who believe that Carriage Houses, also known as Granny Flats or Ac-
cessory Dwelling Units (ADU’s), are a positive step for communities. 
Friends of Granny encourages homeowners to learn about Carriage 
Houses by attending one of the Zoning Task Force’s community 
education meetings in May.
