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-->Remodeling Urban Homes continued from page 1
attic, popping a top, adding an addition, or even an
ADU are no different - they all are ways to add living
space to a single family home.

For those who have concerns about privacy, density,
and occupant behavior — those issues are covered un-
der other existing laws and ordinances.

Then there are the What Ifs?

What if... a parent wants to live with you?

What if... you’re aging and want a companion?
What if ...your family is growing?

What if... you need living space for a nanny?

What if... you need a home office, or studio?

What if... you lose income in later years?
Accessorizing your primary dwelling unit, assuming

you have the space, would allow you to have a des-
ignated living area for them, with their own entrance,
bath and eating area — so they can be ‘close but not too
close’ yet retain a sense of privacy, security and inde-
pendence. Either way, your single family home still
remains a single family home under the law.

So whether your ADU is an internal little apartment in
your home, an extension, or a detached cottage or over
your garage — it just makes ‘common sense,” no matter
what part of town you live in!

Blueprint Denver and the Denver Living Streets Initiative: Stay Tuned

ducted five public workshops in October throughout the
City. These workshops focused on providing attendees
with an opportunity to become familiar with the concept
of “living streets” and to solicit feedback from residents
on the creation of living streets in City neighborhoods.
The workshop closest to the West University Neighbor-
hood took place on October 15 at the Schlessman Family
YMCA.

Department, to unify the City’s transportation develop-
ment and redevelopment efforts. Community participation
appears to be a major aspect of the Initiative.
