to maximum enrollment. If the school age population
in the area increases, how will the neighborhoods meet
its obligation to the education of the children?
Blueprint Denver is one of the guiding documents for
Denver planning. Blueprint Denver states: “In 2020,
Denver County is forecast to have a population in-
crease of 132,000, translating into 60,700 more house-
holds. Employment is expected to increase by 109,200
jobs. These figures are based on forecasts developed
by the Denver Regional Council of Governments.”
Before the Rosedale land is sold for development we
must find out what the education plan is when the

population increases in the area.

Are old school buildings like Rosedale less inviting
learning environments for young children than newer
education facilities? Is busing small children across
town to larger schools better for children than smaller
neighborhood schools? Somewhere I read that meeting
the educational challenges of today should take prece-
dence over preserving the memories of yesterday. I am
not sure what should be done with Rosedale but I think
we should put what is best for the long term education
of the children at the heart of the decision.

Station Area Plan

draft concept plans.
